The Fire of London took place in 1666. Samuel Pepys wrote about the fire in his diary. Visit to Staircase House
What happened during the fire? People then wrote about it in letters, diaries and painted pictures. Make Tudor Houses
Thomas Fariner was a London baker who left his bakery fire uncovered on the night of the fire in Pudding Lane.

Houses burned easily because they were made from wood and straw. The houses were built close together along narrow streets, so the fire
spread quickly. When houses were rebuilt, a lot of them were made in bricks instead of wood and they weren’t built so close together.

The fire burnt a lot of buildings, including St. Paul’s Cathedral.

To fight the fires during this time, people used leather buckets and water squirts.
